JOHN LETTS - THE CLAY MAN

On Tuesday 28™ April we were joined by wives, Inner wheel and a group of

Rotarians from Wylde Green Rotary Club to listen to the local sculptor John

Letts. He started by explaining that he did not do talks or give lectures, he was a

teacher and he would show us how easy sculpture was and how all of us could

do it!

Clay is a natural substance and it simply does what it is told. He started with a sort of head shape onto which
he casually added lumps of clay in assorted sizes which very quickly took on lifelike shapes and proportions.
“You build it like Lego” he explained. Profile, eyebrows, chin, cheeks, lips.

While he was casually doing this he told us how he became a sculptor. He left school to start an electrical
apprenticeship which included putting his foot through several ceilings before he met a local artist who
recognised his talent and got him into art school. This prepared him for a career which included creating
several local public works of art and a bust of the Queen while she sat for him. By the time he finished
explaining all this in a very amusing way he had created a bust of Cyrano de Bergerac which he felt sure any
of us could do!

As he concluded his “lesson”, he suggested we could demonstrate our talents with a competition to model a
lady’s leg. While he offered this suggestion he casually twisted a small roll of clay between his fingers which
almost instantly became a beautiful leg. | think we all felt that he possessed a talent way beyond anything any
of us might have.
